We can watch the aurora only in the
winter season, but in fact it occurs all year
long. In summer the sun stays up at night,
so during this time it's simply not visible.

The aurora occurs high in the sky,
about 100km to 500km up. In comparison,
planes fly 10km high. | found this distance
rather surprising!

Do you want to go to Finland to watch
the aurora? I'd like to give you 3 tips for
doing so: First, go to Lapland during the
winter season; second, choose a clear day;
third, wait in a dark area at night from 9pm
to 2am, with warm clothes!
