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When surf and big waves come to mind,
most surfing enthusiasts think of Waimea
Bay, Maverick’s, Cortes Bank and Noosa,
but, Burketown? Nobody has heard of
Burketown, let alone associate it with
surfing!

Burketown, with a population of less
than 200 people, is situated near the coast
in the south-east corner of the Gulf of
Carpentaria, far in the north of Australia;
in other words, even beyond Australia’s famed

' “outback”  The
region 1s one of
the most sparsely
. populated in the
world.

In September
: and October,
spring in the southern hemisphere, a
spectacular phenomenon occurs over
Burketown and the adjoining areas. It’s
called the “Morning Glory”. At this time of
the year, sea breezes blow inland from
both sides of Cape York. When these collide
along the centre of the Cape, single giant
clouds are formed. Powerful, fast movmg

“waves” can '
suddenly appear in
the otherwise blue
sky. They roll across
the Gulf and over
the adjacent land.

stretch for up to 1 OOOk o
in length - over half thet] way ,
from Kagoshima to Sapporo - and they can
travel at over 50km/hour! Surfing at up to a
kilometer and a half above the ground, the
hang-gliders and glider pilots that wvisit
Burketown each year to ride these improbable
“waves’, give a new meaning to the term “big
wave surfing”.

In spring, every year since 1989 when the
first Glory was ridden, Burketown becomes
quite an international centre as cloud-surfers
from around the world gather to test their skills,

and nerve, on
the Glory. So, if
you can, grab
your hang-
glider and head
off to Australia
now while the
